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Responsibilities to Myself
1. I will walk as closely as possible with my Lord.

2. I will be on my knees everyday humbly seeking the personal word of God for my soul.

3. I will pray to God day and night in my heart asking for strength and life instructions.

4. I will stay alert in my heart to the Word of God illuminated by the Holy Spirit for the benefits of my soul.

5. I will be sensitive to the leading of the Holy Spirit in making decisions so that what I do will be reasonable and in agreement with the Biblical principles.

6. I will study the Scripture diligently and try my best to exegete the Word correctly and comply with the Word of God in my everyday life.

7. I will take good care of my body in all ways especially in the areas of eating, doing exercise, resting and following the advice of physicians.

8. I will continue to grow intellectually through personal study, comprehensive reading, and attending growth conferences.
9. I will manage my time well by properly balancing personal obligations, church duties and family responsibilities, and by observing a weekly day off and an annual vacation.

10. I will be honest and responsible in my finances, never seeking special gratuities or privileges and giving generously to worthwhile causes.

11. I will be truthful in my speech, never plagiarizing another’s work, exaggerating the facts, misusing personal experiences or communicating gossip.

Responsibilities to My Family
1. I will consider ministering to the needs of my family as the most important duty that God has charged me with.
2. I will take good care of my family in all areas as long as I live.

3. I will model a godly life for my family members.

4. I will stay connected with them by all means.

5. I will share my spiritual insights with them, warn them, encourage them, forgive them and pray for them.

6. I will share my weaknesses and needs with them, listen to their advice and have them pray for me.

7. I will view ‘my wife and myself’ as one person as long as I live, meaning her ‘strengths and weaknesses’ is my ‘strengths and weaknesses’, and vice versa.

8. I will understand the unique role of my spouse, recognizing that her primary responsibility is as marital partner and parent to the children and secondarily as church worker and assistant to the pastor.

9. I will encourage my children to go and serve the world in the name of the Lord and I will view their service for the Lord as my service for the Lord.

Responsibilities to My Church
1. I will not give up my commitment to shepherding this church unless the Lord clearly instructs me to do so with the support of at least two thirds of the congregation.

2. I will not give up my commitment to shepherding this church even if this church is not able to pay me as a full time pastor.

3. I will offer my resignation for the session to consider if more than one third of the congregation objects to my leadership.

4. I will model a godly life as the most important part of my pastoral ministry.

5. I will do my best in prophetic preaching, the second most important part of my ministry.

6. I will care for the needs of the members of the congregation as long as it will not deprive my blood family of the care I am obliged to give them.

7. I will follow the leading of the Holy Spirit, not my own tastes or styles, to minister to the needs of individual members without any impartiality.
8. I will not go against the Will of the Lord to please myself or individual members. 

9. I will follow the decisions of the Session in all things that are not matters of the Biblical precepts.

10. When I believe that certain major decisions are against clear Biblical principles, I will voice my stand clearly and will not implement the decisions. 

11. When the Session decides to dismiss me, I will respect their decision and leave quietly for the good of the whole church.

12. In my pastoral counseling, I will maintain strict confidentiality, except in cases in which disclosure is necessary to prevent harm to persons and/or is required by law.

13. In my evangelistic responsibilities, I will seek to lead people to salvation and to church membership without manipulating converts, proselytizing members of other churches, or using resources from other religious faiths.

14. I will not charge fees to church members for any services including weddings or funerals.

15. When I get paid as a full-time minister, I will not accept any other remunerative work without the expressed consent of the Session.

16. When I have to leave the church, I will cooperate with the Session for the unity of the church.

Responsibilities to Colleagues
1. I will view the opportunities of working with one another as special arrangements from the Lord for us to build up eternal fellowship between us. 

2. I will love my colleagues in the same way I love other church members.

3. I will refuse to treat other ministers as competition in order to receive an honor or achieve statistical success.

4. I will not badmouth my colleagues or judge them as if I am the highest court.

5. I will not interfere in any way with the church I formerly served.

6. I will return to a former church field for professional services such as weddings and funerals, only if invited by the resident pastor.

7. I will be honest in my recommendations of other ministers to church positions or other inquiries.

8. If aware of serious misconduct by a minister, I will contact responsible officials of that minister’s church body and inform them of the incident.

Responsibilities to the Community
1. I will build up the church as the Body of Christ and make sure the church functions as a gateway to the Kingdom of God.
2. I will teach the congregation that they are the light of the community and they need to shine with their good behaviors. People will come and seek the source of light.

3. I will consider my primary responsibility to be pastor of my congregation and will never neglect ministerial duties in order to serve in the community.

4. I will respond to moral issues of the community mainly through prophetic preaching in the church and actual interventions to shepherd the congregation over these issues.
5. I will obey the laws of my government unless they demand my disobedience to the law of God.
6. I will practice Christian citizenship without engaging in partisan politics or political activities that are unethical, unbiblical or unwise.
