The article has made me take a closer look at Exodus 34:6-8. The attributes of God revealed in the text is not new to me, but the article helps me understand why Aaron would do such a stupid thing as to allow the Israelites to worship the calf. I agree that he most likely thought it would be a good idea to meet their need for idolatry and at the same time keep their faith in Yahweh. As they came from a place of idolatry, worshipping a physical image had become a way of life for them. I believe for this reason the second commandment would cost them a lot of hard work to comply. Another point that helps me is the meaning of the word “glory”. It is associated with “to be heavy”. We often think that we sense the glory of God but the association with “to be heavy” encourages me to seek deeper understanding of God’s beauty or goodness. 

Last but not least, as God showed His glory to Moses, He proclaimed so and so. It means a lot to me because oftentimes I hear brothers and sisters from certain churches say that they feel or see the glory of God which they describe as bright light or rainbows. This scripture allows me to see that we cannot say we behold the weightiness of God’s glory and beauty if we have not received meanings pertaining to His divine character.
