Explanation of the structure outlined above:
I choose to use 3:1 -3:2 as the beginning of a new narrative “Jesus went into the enemies’ camp” because in the preceding verses (2:24-28) Mark tells of another similar but less intense confrontation (accusing Jesus of allowing the disciples to pick the heads of grains) between Jesus and the Pharisees. In verse 3:1 we see the beginning of a new scene which obviously depicts how the same kind of conflict develops into an explosive confrontation right inside the camp of the accusers. 

Actually 3:1 -3:6 is presented as a whole piece of narrative and I believe the writer does not intend to outline a structure as presented above. However, the text does include the elements that allow me to do a bit of organization of the text to form a structure for the sake of edification. 

I prefer to use this structure because it can help me convey the idea that Jesus’ intentional demonstration of His unchanging Way (Truth) led to something like a declaration of war. First of all, Jesus went into the camp of the enemies whose thoughts and behaviors were in marked contrast with His. Secondly, Jesus delivered the sharpest message with regards to the Sabbath issue. Thirdly, the responses to the message revealed the intensity and the resolution of the confrontation. Lastly, both parties’ refusal to compromise led to war like actions.
