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 Reading Report – Is the Psalter a Book with a Single Message?  
I believe that many Christians (including myself) have benefited from individual psalms because of the fact that the messages in individual Psalms help believers voice inner emotions often difficult to express. 
I had not thought of the Psalter as a book with a single message. However, after reading this article, I am beginning to think that chances are the Israelites who put together the Psalter could have certain purposes in mind (a celebration of Yahweh's Kingship, Obedience to Praise, the eschatological program of God, the Lord reigns, or a story for Israel's survival). I am not sure which holistic purpose(s) is/are more plausible. However, I believe that even if those Israelites who put together the Psalter had their "agenda", the Almighty was still able to orchestrate the whole process to make sure that different messages were included to address different life situations for the sake of benefiting His children in their spiritual growth.  
 
The notion of presence of a holistic theme for the book of Psalms did explain a certain question I had had regarding the whole book of Psalms, i.e. "Why does it seem to me that many psalms are repeating certain themes that may not be that relevant to us gentiles of this age?"
