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1. Describe what factors have influenced you to consider vocational Christian service.

First and foremost, it was the promise I made before God about 34 years ago in a Christian gathering in Hong Kong. Though I was a new Christian, I was in tears when the pastor urged people to respond to God’s calling in the book of Isaiah “Whom shall I send and who is willing to go on behalf of me?” I answered the call in my heart saying, “I am willing.” There were so many things I didn’t understand about Christianity and serving the Lord at that time. I was not ready to serve Him full time. Perhaps it was the reason why the Lord did not open up the path of vocational Christian service for me. For one thing, my whole family knew nothing about Christianity and they did not agree with my idea of serving the Lord full time. During the next thirty years I gradually became more and more certain that one day the Lord would remove all obstacles so I would fulfill my promise to Him. The factors I have considered include: (1) I persistently hold an attitude that serving the Lord full time should be the right thing for me to do; (2) my enduring love of the word of God and my eagerness in honoring the word of God in what I do and say; (3) the fact that I could help quite many relatives, friends, former students and colleagues know the Biblical truth; (4) the support from the family members of myself and my wife; (5) my children’s faith getting stronger and stronger even now when they are pursuing higher education; and (6) the affirmation of the Holy Spirit and the word of God that my motivation and attitude of serving Him full time are along the right line.  
2. What kind of vocational ministry are you contemplating?  How will ordination within the EPC assist you in accomplishing this ministry?

I am contemplating vocational pastoral ministry at a local church. Over the last three years I have been learning to serve as a preacher in the Chinese Presbyterian Church in Portland Oregon. I have served in the areas of preaching, teaching Sunday school, leading prayer meetings and Bible study classes, serving as an ordained elder in the session, and carrying out various duties of pastoral care including home visitations, hospital visitations, ministering spiritually to patients in nursing facilities, and officiating at funerals. As our church is becoming a member of EPC, ordination within the EPC will allow me to “officially” serve as a pastor, administering all pasturing duties to this Chinese congregation. To me, a successful ordination will complete the process of affirming God’s calling for me to pastor His church.        
3. Describe how you are cultivating your relationship with God. What are you doing in the areas of prayer, Bible reading and study, reading of Christian literature?

I believe it is the work of the Spirit in my heart that enables me to meditate on His word and pray to the Father continually during the day, regardless of what activities I am involved in. My focus is to do the right thing with the right attitude as prescribed by the Bible. I usually start my day with an hour of Bible study in which I try to listen to what God tries to tell me and also prepare for the upcoming sermons. After that I will spend 30 minutes praying in the sanctuary. I will pray for a lot of things but the significance of prayer time to me lies in the fact that I can talk to the Heavenly Father who understands me, encourages me, warns me, cautions me, correct me, remind me and forgive me. I have been reading quite many Christian books because I am still a seminary student. Reading Christian literature is important to me. It is like talking with a Christian mentor or friend. Some good books I have read over and over again. Each time I read it I am encouraged. One of these books is The Power Through Prayer written by E.M. Bounds. I have read it dozens of times.
