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The Doctrine of Revelation
I believe God has intentionally revealed Himself to man and He has done it through two ways: general revelation and special revelation.
General Revelation:

I believe God has revealed part of Himself to humanity through the things He created (Psa. 19:1-2; Rom. 1:20), through the human awareness of dependence on a higher being (Acts 14:17, 17:28), through the human conscience (Rom. 2:14-15), and through His historical judgment of people. (Rom. 1:32). 
I believe through the general revelation, humanity is basically able to conclude that there is a creator (Acts 17:25); that there is a powerful and intelligent sustainer of the things created (Psa. 19:1-5; Rom. 1:20); that the creator God is moral and is just in His judgment of people and nations (Rom. 1:32, Rom. 2:13-15).

The purpose of God’s revealing Himself is that people will seek God (Acts 17:26-27; Rom.2:7). 
Because of humanity’s depravity from sin, humanity’s knowledge of God gained from the general revelation is inaccurate and humanity is unable to live right in the eye of God. (Rom. 3:20). As humanity suppresses the knowledge from general revelation, they are all living under condemnation. (Rom. 1:18-32; Rom. 2:12-16) Without God’s special revelation, humanity is doomed to be forever lost (Acts 17: 29-31; 1 Cor. 1:21, Gal. 4:8) because there is no other means by which humanity can be saved.  (Acts 4:12 )     
Special Revelation:
In order to save those who seek Him and those whom He has elected to be saved, God has administered special revelation. The actions of special revelation include: direct speech (Ex. 3:3-5), dreams and visions (Num. 12:6), angelic messengers (Dan. (:20-27), the writing of Scripture (2 Tim. 3:16-17, 1 Peter 1:20-21), and the life and deeds and words of Jesus Christ (Heb. 1:2-3). Scripture is a combination of selected historical events and the corresponding God-inspired interpretations (Acts 12:20-23, ). The selected events included in Scripture mainly include the creation of the world and the history of human beings (Genesis1-11), God’s calling out Abraham and the history of his descendants (Genesis 11-Malachi), and the life and teachings of Jesus Christ and the history of the first-generation Christians (Matthew - Revelation). 
The chief purposes of special revelation include: enabling believers to believe in Jesus Christ and get saved (John 20:31); instructing believers to live a life pleasing to God so that they can be gloriously saved (Rev. 1-3; 2 Tim. 3:16-17); and empowering believers to live a life pleasing to God (Luke 1:37, Jeremiah 23:29)     
Holy Scripture:

Both the Old Testament and the New Testament are the Word of God (Luke 24:44; 1 Cor.14:37; 1 Thess.5:25; 2 Peter 3:2). I believe the supernatural power of God guided the whole process of canonization of the Holy Bible (Rev. 22:18-19) and God speaks to people through the preaching of scripture in the Holy Bible. (Hebrews 4:12-13)  
I believe God inspired all scripture writers to write all the words of scripture (2Peter 1:20-21; 2Tim. 3:15-17, Matt. 5:18).  God did it in a way that was supernatural without abandoning natural human processing. On the one hand, the writers wrote messages they wanted to write and in styles they chose to use. On the other hand, the words they wrote are exactly the words God wanted to give His special revelation.      
I believe the words in the Bible are inerrant, wholly true in everything it affirms, as recorded in the autographs (Rev. 22: 18-19; Matt 5:18). As Scripture is a divine-human product, believers should interpret the messages in a way that serious scholars will follow when correctly interpreting any other written works (2 Peter 3:16; 2 Tim. 2:15)  The correct interpretation of a scriptural passage is one that focuses on a writer’s originally intended meanings as perceived by the intended readers, the form, the linguistic rules, the historical-cultural context of the passage (Neh 8:8) and the broader context of the passage in the whole Scripture.   
I believe that all messages that believers need to know so as to get saved and live a life pleasing to God are clear (Deut. 30:11-14; Psa. 19: 7-8) and believers never need to rely on just a couple of ambiguous verses for guidance. I believe the Scripture is sufficient in accomplishing the purposes of God’s special revelation, including securing salvation, learning the right ways of life and correcting errors. (2 Tim. 3:15-17; John 20:30-31; Luke 24:25-27)

Though the Scripture is understandable to all persons (Act2 17:11), believers need the work of the Holy Spirit to illumine their minds so that they can keep the right focus and feel the power of scripture for deeper understanding and better application in their lives. (1 John 2:26-27; 1 Cor. 2:10-12; Luke 24:45)   

I believe the clear unambiguous messages in the Bible should be taken as the final authority in all areas of faith and life (Gal. 1:6-8). Other authorities can also be used for issues of faith and life as along as they do not contradict the Bible’s words. (1 Tim. 5:23)
