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Principle Seven
When we have bitterness, don’t spend another minute tasting the bitterness; but pray and let the Holy Spirit remove the toxin for us.
Principle Eight
Constantly reassure our souls that by the grace of Jesus, and through our obedience and perseverance, we will bear more and more fruit of righteousness until the day of Christ. To God is all the glory!  
Principle Nine
Prayer is a very important means of God to exercise HIS sovereignty; hence we should never ignore or stifle the “voices” of the Holy Spirit.
Principle Ten
Always pray for more understanding and wisdom from the Spirit so that we can firmly grasp the truths regarding HIS power and our glorious future as children of God.

 Principle Eleven
Allow longer time to pray so that all our immediate prayer requests will be beautifully linked up to the lifting up of Jesus Christ, to the glory of God. 

Principle Twelve
Spend 15 minutes seeking HIS will regarding a concern; then 2 minutes praying for that concern by faith according to HIS will; then another 15 minutes thanking and praising HIM for bringing HIS will to pass.
