How effectively did your group promote the spiritual growth of its members?

On a 1 to 10 scale (with 10 being the most effective), I would say it has been an 8. Our group will continue and we will improve one step at a time.  
How well did the other member do in helping the group achieve this objective? What would you hope he do differently next time?
He did pretty well. He showed appreciation for my availability and enthusiasm which encouraged me a lot to continue the group. I believe we will improve gradually. He brought paper and pencil in all meetings to write down helpful information to remind himself of following up any existing plans or making new action plans to practice what we had discussed.
What did you learned about yourself through this group experience?

Though I was not perfect, I had realized that I was mature enough to lead the group. I found that my positive messages were a significant support for my partner. I felt more responsibility in being a good steward of my own assets, including age, experiences, character, and Biblical knowledge. I also learned that I tended to be more transparent than my partner and my transparency did motivate him to open up more. I also learned that when I recounted many of my life experiences (e.g. how to get along with my wife when there were differences in opinions), my insights helped him because he was going through similar situations. 
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
