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Meditation on Eph. 4: 1-16
Obviously this chapter teaches believers in a congregation to get along with one another (vv. 1-3).  However, the thing is: it is very difficult to achieve unity in any human organization here on earth because everybody is different. Everybody is more focused on his/her own task and trying to his/her own part well. Even members of the same department may have conflicts because they are trying to do the job by their own talents which are usually different with different individuals.   
This scripture has given us a vision which is next to impossible to many a organization. How can all individuals connect to each other harmoniously like different members of the same body (v. 16). We know only God can create such a human body. Likewise, only Jesus Christ through the working of the Holy Spirit can create such an assembly of Christians (vv. 3, 15).     
The Holy Spirit has a strong passion of unifying church members and a Spirit-filled Christian should demonstrate a strong desire to see members getting along with each other. Paul says Christians should try their very best to keep this yearning (v. 3).
The Holy Spirit does not just long for our unity, but He makes it happen by turning us into different “organs” of the same “body” by the distribution of different vital spiritual gifts to different members (vv. 11-12). The result is: we can get along with each other and we need to get along with each other in order that we develop into a healthy assembly of Jesus’ followers and re-present Christ in our local areas (v. 13). 
People always come up with different insights or perspectives or systems or theologies. Paul cautions us against those teachers who do not promote unity of church members through their submission to Jesus Christ in fulfilling their Spirit-appointed roles (vv. 14-16).
