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Meditation Journal on Psalm 19
As I meditated on the above scripture, I had the following thoughts:      

1. We have missed so much of what God intended to tell us through His own “handiwork” in His creation. If only we had paid more attention and had been more humble to ask God for His enlightenment to understand His messages through His works. It is absolutely necessary for us Christians to develop a sense that things around us constantly remind us of our beloved God. When I look at the picture that my son painted; or go into the room that my daughter decorated; or feel the sculpture that my wife made, I feel a sense of “connection” with them. What is happening now is that we are more than surrounded by things that our God has deliberately created for us. This realization will definitely save us from feeling lonely.

2. If we focus only on the audible voice, we will miss a lot of the “voiceless” voice. God is telling people all over the world about Himself through the “voiceless” voice. If a non-believer enjoys the beauty of the mountains, the rivers, the plants, the animals and the starry sky, this scripture may help us direct their meditation to the creator of these beautiful things. The God we believe in is the One who created all these. On the other hand, a truly born again Christian must be a person who loves the beauty of the Mother Nature. 

3. Those who love the Word of God as revealed in the Bible are even more blessed. The Word will make us wise, alive, happy and righteous before God. Moreover, the benefits will endure forever. It is indeed important to teach our congregation the preciousness of the Bible, the only book that the Spirit supernaturally inspired the writers to write and supernaturally guided the covenant people to compile and supernaturally uses to speak to believers through illumination. It is important to preach this truth to the congregation so that the Spirit will cultivate a genuine kind of love in their hearts for the Word of God in this Bible.

4. Though it generally causes uneasiness to talk about the concern of “sin” that affects our relationship with the Lord, it is indeed important to point out to people that the main theme of the whole Bible (just like the last few verses of this Psalm) is to take care of this “sin” issue so that we can fully come back to God.
