 Psalm 9, lament, and acrostic across through to Psalm 10, also lament,
A lot of lamentation before the Lord;

With complaints, and then petition, imprecation, vows, restating one’s faith;

Regarding acrostic logic, they should have been one psalm;

But some separate them because thinking Psalm 9 a praise psalm but psalm 10 a lament;

Conclusion:

Psalm’s theology is not a systematic theology;

Psalm 9 focuses on God, the author alphabetized; 

Psalm 10, first focusing on people wicked and lamenting, then lost alphabetical stuff;

When back focusing on God, the alphabetical order picked up.
